Activities and Findings

Research and Education Activities:
Our research focused on the effect our program had on students' excellence i.e. their cumulative gpa and their retention, success and transfer
rates.  



Our activities included internships (on campus as Supplemental Instruction Leaders, Tutors, internships in various STEM majors as well as
internships at other institutions), meetings with transfer institutions, meetings regarding careers in STEM, pot luck meetings, social meetings,
and field trips to transfer institutions (Northern and Southern California).



Mentoring by faculty and staff is critical to the grant.  Mentors serve as a vital connection to the college.  They play the role of surrogate
parents, as an advisor for the student's major and future profession, and as a counselor.



The grant also supports Supplemental Instruction for MASTER students in Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Engineering, and Mathematics.



During summers we have a volunteer Summer Bridge Class (one month, 5 days-a-week, 6 hours a day) reviewing Algebra, Trigonometry,
Geometry, and beginning Calculus, with proofs, history, and applications.  We also discuss how to study, how to take tests, and how to be a
good student.  We typically visit USC, the California Science Center, the IMAX theatre and Body Works, and the Getty Museum.



We also post information and applications on our web site(www.glendale.edu/master), our social web site (http://nsfmaster.ning.com/), and our
' Get Help With Classes' web site (http://www.glendale.edu/MASTER/form/needhelp.html).



Each year, the MASTER students also get gifts:  a flash drive with the NSF and Glendale College logos,school supplies, and a MASTER tee
shirt.




Findings:
MASTER students had signficantly higher gpa, transfer, retention, and success rates when compared to the entire college and to relevant
sub-groups of the college.



MASTER students have similar (albeit smaller) gpa, transfer, retention, and success rates when compared to our highly selective and
prestigious Scholars Program.



Approximately 30% of MASTER students have been on probation because they did not complete at least 12 units during a semester; this often
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seems to be a result of having to work many hours outside of college to help support their family, especially in these tough enonomic times. 
The reasons for this will be investigated through a survey of all students on probation at a future date.

Outreach was done through public service announcements on radio, targeted emails, mailings to feeder high schools, direct high schools visits
by outreach staff and EOPS Counselors, and web site advertising.

We have advertised in local newspapers, on our web site (www.glendale.edu/master), and through our High School Math Collaborative.  We
have also done public service announcements on radio and television. We have also done outreach at feeder high schools though EOPS,
Academic Counseling, and our Outreach Office. We annually do a mailing to over 70 feeder high schools. We did targeted emails through the
college mainframe to students who might qualify for the scholarship.  All faculty were emailed and asked to discuss the scholarship with their
classes.

Contributions

Contributions within Discipline: 
At the moment, it appears that mentoring, supplementary instruction, financial aid, a summer bridge, and encouraging a learning community
amongst students has a positive, significant affect on students' GPA and transfer, retention and success rates in a STEM major.  These are
tentative findings, in so much as the grant still has 2 more years to go.  We will also investigate WHY this program worked, and the possibliity
of implementing it at other community colleges.  I will write an article at the end of the grant reporting our program, the results obtained, and
statistical analysis.  Hopefully, this will be published in an appropriate journal.

Contributions to Other Disciplines: 
It seems as though our techniques would work with disciplines other than STEM majors.  We'll discuss this in future reports.

Contributions to Human Resource Development: 
Our grant provided opportunities for research and teaching in science and engineering areas; thus, many MASTER students had internship
research experience in their majors. 
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By improving the student's success rates in STEM disciplines the MASTER grant also changes their attitude toward STEM careers and the
likelihood that they will pursue such careers. Later surveys will investigate this further. 



Many MASTER students gained direct teaching experience through our SI Leader program.




Contributions to Resources for Research and Education: 
It appears that a program of mentoring, supplemental instruction, financial aid, group activities, and special counseling has a positive,
significant affect on low-income, under-represented minorities' retention, success, and transfer in STEM majors.  Our study still has 2 more
years.

Analysis of MASTER statistics, fall 2008 
 

1. MASTER student outcomes fall 2008 
Course retention is the percentage of students enrolled at census who 
completed the course with a letter grade and did not withdraw.  
 
Course success is the percentage of students enrolled at census who 
completed the course with a grade of A, B, C, or Credit (for a Credit/No 
Credit class). 
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher cumulative GPA  
(p <.0005) than non-MASTER science, engineering, and math majors 
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher cumulative GPA  
(p <.0005) than all non-MASTER students 
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher Fall 2008 GPA  
(p <.0005) than non-MASTER science, engineering, and math majors  
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher Fall 2008 GPA  
(p <.0005) than all non-MASTER students 
 
The difference in course retention between MASTER students and 
non-MASTER science, engineering, and math majors was not 
statistically significant, although MASTER students did have a higher 
retention rate. 
 
The difference in course retention rates between MASTER students 
and all non-MASTER credit students was not statistically significant, 
although MASTER students did have a higher retention rate. 
 
MASTER students had significantly higher course success rates than 
all non-MASTER science, engineering, and math majors (p<.001) 
 
MASTER students had significantly higher course success rates than 
all non-MASTER credit students (p<.0005) 
 
It appears that MASTER students persist and succeed in courses at a 
significantly higher percentage than both comparable students and all 
credit students at Glendale College 
 



 
It appears that MASTER students have significantly higher semester 
and cumulative gpa’s than both comparable students and all credit 
students at Glendale College. 
 

2. Comparison of MASTER students and GCC Scholars Students 
For mean cumulative gpa there was no statistically significant 
difference between Scholars students and MASTER students.  For 
mean Fall 2008 GPA, the Scholars students had a significantly higher 
GPA than the MASTER students.  Both groups did significantly better 
than the general college population, and comparable sub-groups. 
 
For course retention Fall 2008, Scholars students did significantly 
better. 
 
For course success Fall 2008, Scholars students did significantly 
better. 
 
The latter results are not surprising, given the more stringent 
requirements of the Glendale College Scholars Program: 
 
1 Satisfy both of the following conditions: 

• A minimum GPA of 3.25 (unweighted) (MASTER is 2.5) 
• Eligibility for English 101 at GCC as 
  determined by obtaining a satisfactory 
  score on the Glendale College English 
  Placement Test    OR 

2 Satisfy both of the following conditions: 
• A minimum GPA of 3.0 (unweighted) 
• SAT score (combined) of 1100 on the 
. first two parts, with 500 minimum on 
  the verbal section (the third part will be 
 evaluated separately) and 550 on Mathematics 
 or ACT score of at least 23 

 
The Math placement requirements for Scholars are the same as the MASTER 
program. 
 
 
 
 
 



3. MASTER students End of fall 2008 spreadsheets 
$1500 indicates a MASTER student has financial need, and is 
receiving scholarship money of $750 per semester, or $1500 per year.  
$0 indicates they are not receiving scholarship money but are 
participating in the scholarship program. 

 
29/86 either did not complete at least 12 units (9 or more of which 
were transferable) AND/OR did not maintain a gpa of at least 2.5; 
these students are on probation.  That is 33.7% of the MASTER 
students.  Therefore, 66.3% of the students are meeting or exceeding 
the expectations of the scholarship (our goal was at least 70%). Note 
that if some of the students on probation make up units and 
grades during Winter Intercession, they will be taken off 
probation.  The 33.7% on probation is much higher than fall 
2007.  I suspect it is due to the economy (especially in California) 
causing many students to have to work extra hours to supplement 
their personal and/or family income.  I DESIGNED A 
SURVEY TO SEE WHAT FACTORS AFFECTED THE 33.7 
PERCENT OF THE STUDENTS ON PROBATION; THE 
RESULTS APPEAR TOWARD THE END OF THIS REPORT.  Note 
that only 2 of the 29 on probation fell below a 2.5 grade point 
average, and ALL 29 WERE UNABLE TO COMPLETE 12 OR 
MORE UNITS. 
 
The percentage of under-represented students is 14%.  This is 12/86 
students.  All students came from low-income families. 
 
100% indicated the desire for a 4 year college degree or higher.  So, 
100% of MASTER students indicate that they are university bound. 
 

4. summer/fall 2008 Anecdotal Survey Results 
     Students find the weekly email with announcements and words of   
     wisdom and announcements very valuable. 

 
Students find their mentors valuable in career guidance, and making 
them feel part of the program and the college 
 
The scholarship money has helped students to succeed by taking some 
pressure off the need to work (these students are generally from poor 



families, and are largely first generation college students).  Given our 
weakening economy, this was less the case Fall 2008. 
 
Students find the MASTER web site useful 
(www.glendale.edu/master).  The web site as of 1/13/09 had 7875 
hits. 
 
Students appreciated the welcome banquet in June, and found it 
useful.  They enjoyed the NSF representative, the representative from 
UCLA, and the former scholarship students’ testimonials. 
 
Students are looking forward to applying for summer internships.  
With the help of California State University, Sacramento, I was able 
to give each MASTER student a list of more than 1000 available 
internships across the country in their majors.  They are excited.  
Mentors are helping them with applications. 
 
I have also heavily advertised the NSF Oakcrest REU internship 
program to the MASTER students, some of whom have been 
accepted. 
 
The students find their special MASTER counselors, Greg Perkins 
and Kevin Meza, useful. 
 
Many MASTER students went to a mid-Fall Semester university 
transfer meeting on campus I arranged.  Those who went found it 
enlightening and useful. Susana Sandoval from UC Irvine Biological 
Sciences and Doug Lewis from Cal Poly Pomona Human Nutrition 
and Food Science made presentations. 
 
In November, all MASTER students got MASTER tee shirts. 
 
Over half of the students find the virtual meeting place

The web site has RSS feeds regarding scholarships in 
STEM majors, a place for BLOGS, and a place for asking for help in 
classes.

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Analysis of MASTER statistics, spring 2009 and 2008-2009 cumulative 
 
 

1. MASTER student outcomes spring 2009 
Course retention is the percentage of students enrolled at census completing 
the course with a letter grade and did not withdraw.  
 
Course success is the percentage of students enrolled at census completing 
the course with a grade of A, B, C, or Credit (for a Credit/No Credit class). 
 
Significance is defined as a probability <=.05.  Many might argue that a p-
value of .10 is significant for non-medical studies, but we have chosen to use 
.05 for more rigor. 
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher mean cumulative 2008-
2009 GPA (p <.0005) than non-MASTER science, engineering, and 
math majors 
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher mean cumulative 2008-
2009 GPA (p <.0005) than all non-MASTER students 
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher mean spring 2009 GPA  
(p <.0005) than non-MASTER science, engineering, and math majors  
 
MASTER students had a significantly higher mean spring 2009 GPA  
(p <.0005) than all non-MASTER students 
 
The difference in course retention spring 2009 between MASTER 
students and non-MASTER science, engineering, and math majors 
was marginally statistically significant (p=.044). 
 
The difference in course retention spring 2009 rates between 
MASTER students and all non-MASTER credit students was not 
statistically significant (p=.056). 
 
The difference in course retention 2008-2009 between MASTER 
students and non-MASTER science, engineering, and math majors 
was marginally statistically significant (p=.03). 
 



The difference in course retention spring 2008-2009 rates between 
MASTER students and all non-MASTER credit students was 
marginally statistically significant (p=.035). 
 
 
MASTER students had significantly higher course success rates in 
spring 2009 and in 2008-2009 than all non-MASTER science, 
engineering, and math majors (p<.0005) 
 
MASTER students had significantly higher course success rates in 
spring 2008 and in 2008-2009 than all non-MASTER credit students 
(p<.0005). 
 
It appears that MASTER students persist and succeed in courses at a 
significantly higher percentage than both comparable students and all 
credit students at Glendale College. 
 
It appears that MASTER students have significantly higher semester 
and cumulative GPA’s than both comparable students and all credit 
students at Glendale College. 
 

2. Comparison of MASTER students and GCC Scholars Students 
For mean cumulative GPA  and spring 2009 GPA the Scholars did 
significantly better (p=.001) than the MASTER students (3.50 versus 
3.28).  For mean spring 2008 GPA, the Scholars students had a 
significantly higher (p=.001) GPA than the MASTER students (3.43 
versus 3.10).  Both groups did significantly better than the general 
college population, and comparable sub-groups. 
 
For course retention spring 2009, there was no significant difference. 
 
For course success spring 2009, Scholars students did significantly 
better (p=.005). 
 
For mean 2008-2009 GPA, there was no significant difference 
between the two groups. 
 
For mean 2008-2009 course retention rates, there was no significant 
difference between the two groups. 
 



For mean 2008-2009 course success rates, there was no significant 
difference between the two groups. 
 
The latter results comparing MASTER students and Scholars students 
are not surprising, given the more stringent GPA and SAT 
requirements to enter the Glendale College Scholars Program: 
 
1 Satisfy both of the following conditions: 

• A minimum GPA of 3.25 (unweighted) (MASTER is 2.5) 
• Eligibility for English 101 at GCC as 
  determined by obtaining a satisfactory 
  score on the Glendale College English 
  Placement Test 
     
  OR 
 

2 Satisfy both of the following conditions: 
• A minimum GPA of 3.0 (unweighted) 
• SAT score (combined) of 1100 on the 
. first two parts, with 500 minimum on 
  the verbal section (the third part will be 
 evaluated separately) and 550 on Mathematics 
 or ACT score of at least 23 (MASTER has on SAT/ACT 
requirement) 

 
The Math placement requirements for Scholars are the same as the 
MASTER program. 
 
In fact, the MASTER scholarship statistically tied the Scholars in 
most categories!!!!

 The Chancellor’s office of the California Community College  
           System’s most recent analysis of Glendale College’s transfer rate  
 looked at all Glendale Students meeting who had taken transfer level  
 English and Mathematics from a 2000-2001 cohort followed to  

2005-2006. Based on that cohort, 50.08% transferred (see the above 
          table).  Looking at the 2008-2009 MASTER students, 57/90 or 63%  
 transferred to Universities;  this is statistically significant according  
          to our college statistician Ed Karpp.  See the MASTER students end  
          of spring 2009 and 2008-2009 spreadsheets at the end of this  
          report. 
 
 

4. MASTER students end of spring 2009 and 2008-2009 
spreadsheets 
$1500 indicates a MASTER student has financial need, and is 
receiving scholarship money of $750 per semester, or $1500 per year.  
$0 indicates they are not receiving scholarship money but are 
participating in the scholarship program. 

 
44/101 either did not complete at least 12 units (9 or more of which 
were transferable) AND/OR did not maintain a gpa of at least 2.5; 
these students are on probation.  That is 43.6% of the MASTER 
students.  Therefore, 57.4% of the students are meeting or exceeding 
the expectations of the scholarship (our goal was at least 70%). Note 
that if some of the students on probation make up units and 
grades during Summer Session, they will be taken off probation.  
The 43.6% on probation is much higher than expected.  I still 
suspect it is due to the economy (especially in California) causing 
many students to have to work extra hours to supplement their 
personal and/or family income.  The survey I designed to see what 



factors affected the 33.7% of the students on probation in fall 
2008 will be repeated for those on probation spring 2009. The 
results will appear in the mid-year report for 2009-2010. Note that 
only 4 of the 44 on probation fell below a 2.5 grade point average, 
and 43 OF THE 44 WERE UNABLE TO COMPLETE 12 OR 
MORE UNITS. 
 
The percentage of under-represented students (Hispanic, Black, 
Pacific Islander) was 19.8% for spring 2009, and 19.7% for 2008-
2009; this was 20/101 students and 23/117 students respectively.  All 
students came from low-income families, and were predominantly 
first-generation college students. The intended major listed on the 
spreadsheet is the major they indicated when they applied to our 
college; all majors indicated on the MASTER application were STEM 
majors. 
 
100% indicated the desire for a 4 year college degree or higher.  So, 
100% of MASTER students indicated that they are university bound. 
 

5. Results of the “Questionnaire for MASTER students on Probation 
for Spring 2009 (see below) 
Probation was based on students’ fall 2008 academic record. 
 
24% were on probation due to having dropped one or more classes, or 
not passing a class because they felt that they were not prepared 
for those classes. 
 
24% were on probation due to having dropped one or more classes, or 
not passing a class because they felt that they did not have enough 
time to study due to the amount of hours they worked. 
 
13% indicated that they did not need to take 12 or more units to be 
ready to transfer. 
 
3 % indicated that they were not able to register for 12 or more units 
that they needed for their major or to transfer. 
 
36% indicated a variety of reasons for being on probation, which 
included the following: 



• It was entirely my fault.  MASTER provides lots of help, 
and I didn’t take advantage of it. (13 responses) 

• I pay for tutors and it still doesn’t help. 
• I take fewer units because the classes are difficult.  Units 

do not always reflect the amount of work.  
• I need one-on-one tutoring. 
• Work load and stress caused it. 
• I need more counseling and monitoring. 
• Offer more Supplemental Instruction sections. 
• I am a single father.  I need to also work, and I fell 

behind. 
• I had major health problems. 
• I didn’t need 12 units to transfer. (4 responses) 
• I did not want a “C” so I dropped a class. 
• I chose the wrong classes. 
• I changed to a different STEM major and didn’t need one 

of the classes I was taking, so I dropped it. 
• I moved during the semester, and that threw me off. 

 
The mean number of hours worked per week for those on probation 
was 11.7, which I believe to be too many hours of work for a full-time 
student.  What is curious is that the mean number of hours worked per 
week for non-probation students was 11.8 hours.  So, factors other 
than number of hours of work per week contributed to being placed on 
probation, the most popular of which were not taking advantage of the 
scholarship, and not needing 12 units to complete transfer 
requirements.  All students come from low income families; despite 
the scholarship money, many need to work to help support their 
families.

The graphs below show differences between MASTER students and two comparison groups for four
outcome measures: cumulative GPA, semester GPA, course retention rate, and course success rate.

MASTER students had significantly higher cumulative GPA's than non-MASTER science, engineering, and math
majors (t(2647) = 7.094, p < .0005).

MASTER students had significantly higher cumulative GPA's than all non-MASTER students (t(16419) = 6.928,
p < .0005).

MASTER students had significantly higher Spring 2008 GPA's than non-MASTER science, engineering, and math
majors (t(2330) = 4.143, p < .0005).

MASTER students had significantly higher Spring 2008 GPA's than all non-MASTER students (t(14340) = 4.032,
p < .0005).
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The difference in course retention rates between MASTER students and non-MASTER science, engineering,
and math majors was marginally significant (t(2573) = 2.011, p = .044).

The difference in self-reported hours worked was not significantly different for MASTER students on probation
and MASTER students not on probation, t(28) = 0.06, p = 0.95.

Initially, 29/86 = 33.7% of MASTER students were on probation 
during spring 2009 because of their fall 2008 grades. However, on 
2/23/09 Dr. Ed Karpp, head of Research and Planning, sent me the 
following email: 
 
Hi, Sid. The following students were on probation at the end of Fall 2008, but got off probation at 
the end of 2009. All of these students completed at least 12 units in Fall-Winter, completed at least 
9 transferable units in Fall-Winter, and have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.50: 
 
Alexander Aleshkevich (1100742) 
Arbi Arzoumanians (1099849) 
Edgar Avakian (1100372) 
Danny Diaz (1107460) 
Harutyun Hakobyan (1091012) 
Lilit Hovnanian (1095065) 
Hang Sik Jun (1095593) 
Talin Koutnouyan (1085783) 
Tatevik Tsaturyan (1098934) 
 
All of the other students who were on probation at the end of Fall 2008 are still on probation 
because they either completed fewer than 12 units in Fall-Winter, completed fewer than 9 
transferable units in Fall-Winter, or have a cumulative GPA under 2.50 at the end of Winter 2009. 
 
Therefore, using winter as a “safety valve”, only 20/86 = 23.3% remained on 
probation for the spring 2009 semester.  Thus, 76.7% of the MASTER students 
succeeded during fall 2008.   
 
Note that of the 20 still on probation, 8 transferred (they did not need a full 12 
units to transfer, which is why they were on probation).  So, actually 12/86 = 14% 
of MASTER students still attending our college during spring 2009 were on 
probation.
