Old business:  

· We demo-ed the new RAC web site. Beth Kronbeck did a superb job in putting it together. She reports that content is easy to add as links and .pdfs, etc.  Beth is willing to maintain the site for the committee.

· Our site will go live when the new campus web site is rolled out at the end of October.  There was some discussion about what additional information and/or links are lacking:

3. How to make the website more visible?  We can’t change where it is in the College web site hierarchy, but are there things we can do to get more people to visit the site?  Suggestions welcome.

New business:
· Nancy reported on the prospect of affiliating with the newly created Faculty Center for Learning & Teaching (FCLT).  It has been funded for two years as part of Basic Skills.  Francien Rohrbacher has been appointed coordinator. They do not have a home (i.e. office), but they do have money and they have graciously offered to help fund the programming of both WAC and RAC. Since RAC has no funding at all this year, this may be the thing that can keep RAC alive.  Also, this FCLT seems a fitting umbrella for both RAC and WAC since the committees have much in common in terms of faculty development.

· RAC activities for 2009-10

1. Getty has tentatively spoken with Rohrbacher about offering another faculty colloquium (a la Spring 2008). All parties interested in making this happen please step forward.

2. FCLT intends to offer one on one consultations to faculty members interested in changing/improving teaching/learning.  This fits well with the RAC idea last year which didn’t get far off the ground of offering individual consultations, database training, etc. 

3. Other ideas for this year solicited, please.
