1. All active AGS members are eligible to apply for a scholarship. 

2. You must complete at least 100 points earned through AGS sponsored activities.

3. Complete both pages of the application. Make sure to mark all the scholarships that you are eligible for. 

4. Applications must be returned to Henan Joof at SM 266 on or before May 12, 2010.
5. Please attach any other paperwork that you feel is viable to this application.

Eligibility Requirements for Scholarships: 

1.) Academic Scholarships: applicants must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.5 with at least thirty (30) completed units. Applicants must also have a minimum of one hundred (100) Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) service points earned through Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) sponsored activities. 

2.) Tutorial Scholarships: applicants must have at least seventy five (75) paid tutoring points or thirty (30) volunteer tutoring points through any official Glendale Community College Tutoring Program. Applicants must also have a minimum of one hundred (100) Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) service points earned through Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) sponsored activities. 

3.) Service Scholarships: applicants must have at least two hundred (200) points in direct support of Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) fundraisers, meetings, and service activities during that current year. 

4.) Community Service Scholarships: applicants must have at least hundred fifty (150) hours of community service not related to a course, program, or job that has been pre-approved by the Advisor(s). Applicants must also have a minimum of one hundred (100) Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) service points earned through Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) sponsored activities. 

5.) Humanitarian Award: The Award is open to the entire student body with the following requirements:

A. GPA of 3.0 or above
B. Minimum of thirty (30) college units completed, with at least twelve (12) of those units completed at GCC. 
C. Completion of the Award application.

D. A commitment to social issues.

E. Community service performed within the past year that is not related to a course, program, or paid work.

F. Involvement in campus activities such as student government, campus clubs, music, theatre, athletics, etc. 
G. Must not have any disciplinary action pending or any probation on their academic record.
